Connor Zilisch took the checkered

Zilisch had climbed out of his car and
had his right foot on the roof and the left
on the window when he appeared to
slip, his feet getting caught in the net-
ting and sending him head�rst hurtling
toward the ground.

He was placed on a backboard and
eventually loaded into an ambulance.

He said he has
a broken collarbone. 

“Thank you everybody for reaching
out today,” Zilisch wrote on X. “I’m out
of the hospital and getting better al-
ready. Thankfully, CT scans for my
head are clear, I just have a broken col-
larbone. Thankful for all the medics for
quick attention and grateful it wasn’t
any worse.”

Zilisch was slated to take part in the
Cup Series race Aug. 10 at Watkins
Glen, but Trackhouse Racing said the
No. 87 would be withdrawn. “We wish
Connor a speedy recovery,” Track-
house said in its statement.
